BLAST-A-THON IS A TWO-PART FUNDRAISER 

 

1) Prior to the Event é Students Raise Funds 

First , students solicit donations for their performance from friends and family.   Donation requests can be 

mailed to friends and family or made in person. A sample letter is included online.  There is no limit to what 

students can obtain in donation amounts.  Donors can pledge per minute (for 180 minutes), or can make a lump 

sum donation of any amount.  

 

Although the band itself will not be playing for the full 180 minutes, there will be 180 minutes of performances.  

So that students don’t have to make a return trip to the donor, it is preferable to get the commitment and collect the 

donation before the event.  Be sure to invite the people you ask, even if they cannot make a monetary commitment, 

to come out and watch the LT Band, the Jazz Band, Color Guard Spin Off, and the finale – the March Off! 

Emphasize that we are raising money for the needs of the band: to help offset the costs for transportation, 

instruments and equipment, and music scores for the year ahead, as well as to help enable the entire band to 

perform out of state – in Florida. 
 

The fundraising goal is $200 per student. 
Remember, this is a goal; not a limit! (Donations are tax deductible.) 

 

2) During the Event é LT Band Parents, Inc. Raises Funds 

¶ We will have our second Silent Auction!  Many wonderful items will be offered. 

¶ We will sell concessions. 

¶ The Band Store will be open, and all purchases made at the event will be tax free.
